Steps to Complete the Form

¢ Follow the QR code or contact CADR for help accessing the accommodations portal.
e Enter your name and email address on the first page. Information for CADR is automatically entered on

this page.

e Select “begin signing” at the bottom of the page.

¢ On the next page, select “continue” to finish the request form or “finish later” if you need to gather
additional information.

¢ Once you are ready to continue, finish filling out the required
sections of the form, paying special attention to Section B,
indicating specific accommodation needs, diagnoses, etc.

¢ Once you have finished all sections of the form, select“finish”
at the bottom of the page to submit your information.
